By
the course’s end, you will have made a wide range
of works, including in allations of small-scale
sculptures, lighting designs, ceramic works, furni-
ture designs and jewellery.  ese will vary from
batch produ ions to one-o s and limited editions.

And our
series of le ures, workshops and seminars will
feature many visiting pra itioners, including
designers, makers, arti s and curators. In addition,
you will make visits to colle ions, makers’ udios,
galleries and museums. Showing your work at
public exhibitions and following a personal devel-
opment programme will ensure you leave with
your pra ical skills well honed.

We have a unique identity on ma Interior and Spatial
Design, being part of an arts school tradition
rather than linked to an architectural school.

We are internationally renowned for our culturally
diverse course, and for encouraging experimentation,
along with the questioning of disciplinary bound-
aries and conventional definitions about what
constitutes spatial prattice.

‘We are also committed to the notion of
‘space-making’ as a design activity di§tinét from
architecture. You will address issues about how
we inhabit space and develop sensibilities about
intervening into exi§ting architectural structures
or situations. While we engage with the language
of architecture, our expertise is the experiential
aspects of what it is to inhabit and interat with
our spatial environment. This can encompass
interior and exterior situations, with outcomes
ranging from the functional design of built
§tructures, fine art installations and furniture,
to film and computer animation.

We welcome applications from graduates in interior
design, interior architecture and architecture gradu-
ates, as well as fine art or three-dimensional design
graduates who wish to pursue a more spatial aspet
of their practice. Whatever your background, you
will be eager to push the boundaries between discip-
lines and develop a deeper theoretical under§tanding
of your work. In turn, you will find the course

a useful §tepping $tone into professional practice.

'The course offers the possibility to pursue two
areas of concern:

Research orientated

Here you will develop your own research pro-
posal, evolving projects that have a §trong specialist
agenda, or which que$tion the boundaries between
architeGture, design and fine art. This mode is
particularly appropriate for §tudents coming from
a fine art or archite¢tural background wishing to
explore more conceptual spatial concerns that fall
outside of conventional notions of interior design.
Professional praétice orientated

'This area of §tudy emphasizes site investigation and
spatial resolution, where you bring your research
concerns to a site condition that is negotiated with
§taff. Here the outcomes are focused on the de-
tailed design resolution of interventions into existing
architectural or built conditions, and on the de-
veloping of challenging social programmes that
engage with a wide cultural environment.

Many of our former $tudents work in architectural
and design practices, while others continue their
practice as fine artists and have exhibited internation-
ally. Some graduates have established design
companies, written archite¢tural books, and made
films and furniture. Others continue their §tudies
at dotorate level.

The opportunities you will encounter on
this course are second to none. At Chelsea
you will inspire and be inspired as you
explore creative approaches to sustainable
design, supported by a unique and
vibrant community of fellow §tudents,
teaching Staff and visiting praltitioners.

On this §tudio-based, practice led course, we will
expect you to show high levels of commitment
and motivation, as well as confidence in your abil-
ities. You will find numerous opportunities for
developing and collaborating on pioneering work
within the textile indu$try and your §tudy will

be underpinned by a supportive theoretical frame-
work,as well as in§truction in professional con-
temporary practice.

A key course focus is concern and debate about
the designer’s role in and responsibility for envir-
onmental issues. We will encourage you to respond
to the growing awareness of selecting raw materials,
and working out the impa& of produétion and
the ultimate life cycle of the product, especially con-
cerning its disposal or re-use. Through investigation
and innovation, we will encourage you to create
solutions which challenge convention and merge

design with function. Throughout the course, you will
participate in and develop your skills through
individual and group tutorials, workshops, online
resources and postgraduate talks designed to intro-
duce you to a range of visiting artists, designers and
other prattitioners.

We welcome applications from §tudents with
a high level of practical textile skills, knowledge of
design development methodologies and ambitions
in different aspects of the textile industry.

Our Textile Environment Design (TED) projet

at Chelsea is a unique research unit investigating
the roles designers play in the field of eco design.

It’s a resource §tudents, researchers and designers
benefit from and contribute to. One of our §tudents
used TED’s extensive library of contacts to es-
tablish a unique sustainable craft-design project in
Thailand. We encourage ma §tudents to attend
conferences in this growing area and report their

findings to the College.

Graduates on this course have gone on to pursue car-
eers as textiles practitioners and designer-makers,
working with or establishing their own major and
independent fashion labels. Recent graduates

have found jobs such as a print designer for Ralph
Lauren in New York and in-house designer for
Heritage Cashmere. Another works on su$tainable
craft-design projects in India. You are likely to
find opportunities in freelance design work or inter-
ior product design too. You will also find yourself
well placed to apply to undertake further research.

On ma Visual Language of Performance, you will
enjoy an innovative environment, and a unique
opportunity to define contemporary-performance
prattice through investigating, incorporating and
fusing a range of art practices.

You will learn to work across conventional
boundaries to gain a broader vision and experience
of contemporary-artistic practices. It will see you
developing a critical awareness of the creative pro-
cesses vital to world cultures and traditions, as well
as examining space, action and the role of spetator.

You will aim to unravel innovative ways of
realising ideas and expressing a unique point of
view, using a variety of performance models,
materials and influences. Above all, you will
develop the tools you need to create your own
work. By identifying, developing and $trength-

ening your particular area of specialism, you

will not only prepare yourself for working
independently, but for lending a confident,
informed and inventive perspetive to any
creative team.

'The course is project led and the curriculum’s
designed to support your individual practice and
research through a series of self-initiated projects.
Much of the course will involve your participation
in debates. These will concern a range of artistic
media, including video art, film, digital design,
painting, sculpture, installation, live art, and
site-specific and cyber performance. You will use
in-novative technologies and networking tools
such as blogs, broadband §treaming and mobile
technology to forge new connetions, facilitate
debates, share ideas and network with a universal
community of diverse pradtitioners.

Our course tutors work in a range of art
practices, and you will receive not only their
support but that of §taff in a range of disciplines
across the CCW Graduate School.

'The ma Visual Language of Performance programme
will prepare you for work as an independent
creative arti§t in the increasingly interdisciplinary
and intercultural world of performance.

MA CONSERVATION

This course building on 40 years of
experience at Gamberwell will teach
you specialist skills and knowledge and
prepare you to work within specific fields
of the conservation world.

MARK SANDY, COURSE DIRECTOR

Course Content

Conservators are skilled professionals who under-
take a wide range of a&ivities including develop-
ing preservation $trategies, undertaking interventive
conservation of cultural artefacts (such as repair

or chemical treatments) liaising with other museum
professionals and being advocates for conservation
to the wider community. Camberwell’s new 2 Year
mA Conservation course will offer §tudents the
chance to focus on one of 2 pathways:

MA Conservation: Art on Paper

'This pathway will focus on the analysis, conserva-
tion and preservation management of images exe-
cuted on paper covering a wide range of materials
including prints, drawings and watercolours with an
emphasis on both conservation practice and theory.

MA Conservation: Books and Archival materials
'This pathway will cover the broad international and
historical spectrum of bookbinding and book
§tructures. Studio practice will include preservation
management as well as related conservation tech-
niques and related theory. The §trong connections
with industry partners and the Ligatus research
centre will support your Personal and Professional
Development (pPD).

'This combination of pathways builds on areas of
research and practice already established at
Camberwell and responds to developing industry
requirements. The course will feature speciali§t
taught elements for the two pathway’s running along-
side a common taught programme and key work-
shops. This will allow for both the degree of special-
isation required in this subject at post-graduate
level and a fruitful interaction between §tudents
with opportunities for peer learning and an expand-
ed critical discourse. The course culminates in

the completion of an individual conservation project.

Key Fadts

The course has §trong links with external partners
both in the London area and further afield. These
links facilitate project sourcing and voluntary activ-
ities for Students. Students will have the oppor-
tunity to work with the ‘Camberwell Colletion’
archive and other archives within the uaL. This
will provide the opportunity for a range of special-
i§t projects and diret engagement with issues
involving the care and use of collections. Student’s
will have access to Camberwell’s technical re-
source centres alongside the specialist Conservation
studios and Conservation science laboratory.

Next Steps

Graduates can progress into employment within
the conservation profession or funded internships.
Graduates are employed as conservators in many
institutions including the National Archives, the
British Museum, the British Library, the Victoria
and Albert Museum, the Bodleian Library and
various county and regional archives. Graduates
have also gone on to careers in other sectors of the
heritage induétry.

enrolment.

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RESEARCH AT CCW: MPHIL /PHD

Through the combined work of the many talented
and dedicated Professors, Readers and Researchers
within our CCW Graduate School, we are able to
offer an exciting and rigorous experience for our
research degree Students.

Our research activities are frequently grounded
in the portfolio of art and design subjets repre-
sented by our taught Masters programmes. They
offer new and challenging ways of thinking about
how specific disciplines can share common concerns
and questions. Issues surrounding the practice, the-
oretical and hi§torical contexts of Fine Art, Design,
Conservation, Theatre and Performance are devel-
oped and interrogated through a focused research
approach of contemporary relevance. At MPHIL
and PHD level we are particularly interested in re-
search proposals that address individually, collect-
ively or in tandem, the four current Graduate School
themes of Social Engagement, Environment,
Identities and Technologies. The themes reflect
a growing collective awareness amongst our
research communities for identifying some of the
more urgent social, political, economic and cultural
agendas of our time and addressing them through
innovative and creative responses.

Entry requirements

— An upper second class Honours degree or
equivalent academic professional qualification.

Proposal and portfolio

With your application, we ask you to submit a
research proposal following the guidelines in the
application form. If your proposal is practice-based
you may also wish to submit a portfolio of work
(usually in cD or DVD format) in support of your
application. Applications will be reviewed by a
team of relevant academic §taff and shortlisted for
interview at this §tage.

Course Content

Many artists support their practice by running work-
shops in the community. This course will equip
you with the skills and knowledge you will need
to do it. You will develop facilitation skills, plan a
successful art project and gain speciali§t knowledge
about working with children, young people or
adults with special needs. In short, you will leave
with the wherewithal to deliver workshops in
community settings. And you'will learn through
a mixture of dire&t teaching, seminars, practical
sessions, workshops and presentations by experts
and §tudents.

We run the course over 15 weeks, divided into
four key modules. These focus on:
— the value and purpose of art in the community
— managing a group
— planning and delivering arts experiences
— under$tanding teaching and learning.

Key Fadts

Because you could be working with children, you
will need a Criminal Records Bureau (crB) check
before §tarting this course. We will also ask to

see a portfolio of five pieces of artwork demonstrat-
ing your skills, alongside a personal §tatement too.
Work placements/industry links, success rate of
§tudents going to work etc.

Next Steps

When you leave us, you will be able to move into
new employment opportunities, whether that’s
taking on a new role entirely, or adding the run-
ning of community workshops and projects to
your exiéting practice. Some of our §tudents have
found the course an ideal §tepping tone to a post-
graduate qualification in teaching.

Entry requirement

Our entry requirements are one GCE A-Level or
a 12-unit AVCE, plus a minimum of three GcsEs
at grade C or above, or equivalent.

cAMBERWELL space is Camberwell College of Arts’
onsite public exhibition space which showcases
work by invited arts and design professionals.

Camberwell Space
engages with local communities as well as general
art audiences providing a forum for debate of cultural
issues relevant to art and design communities and
members of the general public.

Chelsea

CHELSEA space is a public exhibiting space where
invited art and design professionals are encour-
aged to work on experimental curatorial projets.

The Rootstein Hopkins Parade Ground is a flexible,
open-air exhibition space that offers e§tablished
and emerging artists alike an unparalleled oppor-
tunity to create work on a large scale. It brings

a diverse programme of sculpture, sound, video,
design and performance by local, national and
international arti$ts.

Wimbledon
WIMBLEDON space, the College’s onsite public
exhibition space, was e§tablished in 2004. It is the
only gallery in the University that has the correct
controlled environment to take works of old
matters, such as the Drawing exhibition (Whiteness
of Paper ‘08) from the Royal Academy of Arts.
Our exhibition programme has included artists
such as Peter Blake, Nicholas Grimshaw, Sonia
Boyce and international arti§t Toshihiro Komatsu.

CCW Projet and Exhibition Space

Each CCW College has a number of on-site project
spaces which can be booked by §tudents across all
disciplines. In addition §tudents are encouraged
to seek and use off-site spaces across London to
contextual their workin a variety of spaces.

WIMBLEDON
THEATRE

The Wimbledon College of Art Theatre was
created in 1963. It’s one of very few theatres in
the Uk built specifically for shows in the ‘round’.
It measures 3,300 sQ FT, seats 200 people and
was developed by Richard Negri when he was
Head of Theatre at Wimbledon in 1964.

It’s an important part of the College. As well
as putting on productions, it ats as a laboratory
for our §tudents, from lighting to special effets,
set design to sound engineering, students can hone
their craft and develop their creative imaginations
in a living, breathing theatre.

AND TECHNICAL
RESOURCES

Camberwell

At Camberwell we have extensive technical facilities
which §tudents have access to. The Digital Media
Resource Centre has both Mac and pc facilities, video
editing and image manipulation. The Photography
Centre has both digital colour facilities and trad-
itional photography setup with black and white
and colour dark rooms. The Printmaking Centre,
one of the large$t in the Uk, comprises of all of
the traditional methods of Printmaking.

'The 3D Resource Centre is a purpose built
centre, comprising of woodwork, metal and plastic
workshops. There is also a Foundry for metal casting
and a ceramic workshop for throwing, firing and
glazing clay.

Chelsea

Chelsea has high quality purpose-built 3D workshops
for wood, metal, ceramics, model making and a fine
art foundry. Dedicated facilities are also available in
textiles (Including digital print), digital photography,
digital media, audio visual and digital reprographics.
The CCW Graduate School Media Lab is a
